What nixn requires three nia11 before being performed and why? (No 12"naw na7a involved.)
ANSWER

The '"n "9 n%an "7n 0"an says that the mMinn NID1A that we say each day consists of three ni21a, and they are 1) nixna nwTH TWNR
MIN M2T %V X (we say NN N2TA 710V7) 2) 82 2vin and 3) 122 102 1wR. However, the (1"0 1'n '0) 1ann, after stating the NI212, says that one
should say N2 :vini1 with a "' since, as the n'poia explain, there are only two Nni212 in MiINA NIDNA. This is because X1 1wl is a continuation of
the first n211, for if it were a separate n2121 it would start with 7112. And even though a nm1an% namMon N1 doesn’t require a NNN N2 of its
own, in this case when the ni21a are so short, it should start with 7112 nevertheless. ("'po 1'n "0 NN2 nawn)

But why, according to the n"an1 and many others, were three niana instituted, something not done by any other nixn. (Indeed, even
two NIaNa on one nixn would be uncommon.) NN 1221 brings the MkNAN V2 who says that three were instituted to correspond to the three
parts of the min, XM mwn Kpn. And that’s why we follow the niona immediately with something from each — first n'ana na1a from the min,
then My'w DN 'R DNAT IR from the nawn and then '121 2218 DTRW DMAT 198 which is a XnMA2, considered part of the Xna.
